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In the first chapter of Luke’s 

Gospel, Dr. Luke (the physician) 

records the angel Gabriel telling 

Zechariah that his son to be (John 

the Baptist) will turn many people’s 

hearts to the Lord their God and 

make ready a people prepared for 

the Lord. 

For almost a decade, at the 

beginning of Advent I have read this 

first chapter of Luke to help God 

prepare my heart for 

the coming of His Son 

and my Savior into 

my life.  I have come 

to understand the 

importance of 

turning toward God 

with my heart so that 

I can focus on the 

unexpectant gifts of God.  It is what 

an esteemed colleague and friend 

once called “Leadings Of The Heart.”  

You know like the incredible story of 

Zechariah and Elizabeth or Mary 

and Joseph. 

You may ask, why do I re-read 

the story every year?  Don’t I 

remember the story?  I can say yes to 

these questions.  However, I am 

always seeking the unexpected in 

the re-education of my heart.  You 

see there is always a danger in 

thinking that you know the story so 

well that you cannot learn anything 

new from the story.  I re-read it 

because of a line that hits me 

between the eyes every time:  “His 

mercy is for those who Worship him.  

The Lord has used his powerful arm 

to scatter those who are proud.”  (vs. 

50-51.)  I don’t know about you, but I 

am a proud enough person that I 

need to read this 

annual reminder so 

that I might take it 

to heart so that I can 

humbly receive the 

love of God that flows 

from the heart of 

God. 

  I invite you to 

turn to the first Chapter of Luke as 

you begin the Advent Season and 

prepare to turn toward Christ so 

that God can help prepare you to 

receive your Savior who can fill your 

heart with the love of God.
